Miao Bible Institute (MBI)

Miao Bible Institute began in 2005 at Miao town with its main objective to trained young men and
women for the ministry. We have established this institute after 3 years of survey made about the
best ways and means for effective evangelism. The state of Arunachal, being a tribal dominated
state, with its indigenous beliefs have been unreceptive to people of outside tribes. We realized
that we should train someone from their own tribe to evangelize their own people.We began this
training to reach out to the many tribes of Arunachal Pradesh and those in adjoining state in
Assam, who are living without Christ.

We are grateful to the Lord that so far we have trained three batches of students from different
tribes: Chakma, Tangsa, Adi, Miri and Lisu. We offer two years in Diploma. It is a joy to see
students after two years training, some are serving in their local churches, some have planted new
churches in their communities, and some have gone for further theological training.

This year we have only three final year students Though we had several young men came for
admission, but we could not take them as the support in June had gone down. We were concern
that we will not be able to take care of them. Hence we retained only the previous year’s students
alone this year. Ever since we started this institute our dream is to increase the number of students
each year but this has not happen so far due to financial shortage. We do have 7 students in third
batch as the stipend was sent in advance for the year but reduce again to 4 students in fourth batch.
But we do hope and pray that we will be able to start with many more fresh students next year.
Please pray for us and MBI that God will provide the means for His glory.

We are thankful to ACS who have been supporting Arunachal ministry all these years. Also our
thanks goes to Bro Norman and Bro Mike Sandlin whom ACS has sent to meet us and it is through
their initiative some fund were raised and sent towards student stipend, construction of Bible
Institute and music instruments from High Point Church of Christ which is to be use in worship
service at Miao Town Community Church of Christ. We are very happy to have two school
buildings (of wooden frame, bamboo wall and tin roofing) for hostel as well as for classroom.



Though construction incomplete due to financial shortage, students lives there and Bible class
conducted in new construction. These buildings could accommodate more number of students
than before. Presently we conduct Sunday school class in new school building.

Again we are thankful to ACS as well as all individuals and Churches that are supporting
Arunachal ministry where Miao Bible Institute is major part of ministry. We would earnestly
request you to continue to be with us in the days to come too. We would also request you to
support and raise fund to meet the most immediate need to complete the school building
construction as well as the stipend to enroll more number of students in Miao Bible Institute.
